— Store raw meat and fish in suitable containers in the refrigerator, so that it is not in contact with or
drip onto other food.

— Two-star * %/ frozen-food compartments are suitable for storing pre-frozen food, storing or making

® Do not give package and other components to children to play. The bending
board and plastic film may lead to suffocation! Do not allow children to enter or
climb the beverage cooler to prevent that children are sealed in the beverage
cooler or children are injured by the falling beverage cooler.

® Do not spray or wash the beverage cooler; do not put the beverage cooler in moist
places easy to be splashed with water so as not to affect the electrical insulation
properties of the beverage cooler.

® Do not use beverage cooler body, beverage cooler door, etc. as pedal or support.

® Do not place heavy objects on the top of the beverage cooler considering
that objects may fall when open or close the door, and accidental injuries
might be caused.

Do not
connect the beverage cooler to power supply within five minutes to prevent
damages to the compressor due to successive starts.

2.4 Starttouse

® The beverage cooler shall stay for half an hour before connecting power when it is firstly
started.

® Clean up the inner chamber before put into use for first time .

@ Do not connect beverage cooler to electronic energy saving plug and converter that can

convert DC into AC (E.g.: solar energy system, ship grid).

® Water drop or frost will be generated on backside of beverage beverage cooler when
compressor is running, which is decided by function of beverage cooler. wiping out frost or
water drop is not needed as the back will wipe them out automatically. The defrosted
water will be collected into drain tank, then inflow into water disposal pan above the

compressor and vaporized.
2.5 The arrangement of bottle

Do not let bottle touch the beverage cooler's back in order to maintain good air circulation in the beverage cooler.
The bottle number may be different from bottles in different shape and size.Oversized bottle may have impact
on the number of bottle storage in the beverage cabinet.

2.6 Usage of temperature zones inside the beverage cooler

Due to different temperature zones generated due to air circulation in the cooler, the upperarea's
temperature is higher than the lower area.

2.7 Energy saving tips

® The beverage cooler shall be placed in room dry and ventilated. The beverage cooler be put
under direct sunlight or next to heat source(such as radiator, stove, etc.)and a suitable insulation
board shall be applied if necessary.

® Try to shorten opening time of beverage cooler,s door.

® Put beverage into beverage cooler after it has cooled down.

2.8 Reversing the door swing

1. Change the installation location of the upper hinge®of the beverage cabinet, then the opening
direction of the door could be changed at will. Please follow the following instructions for the
change of the opening direction of the beverage cabinet's door (for instance: from right-handed
door to left-handed door): close the glass door of the beverage cabinet, use a blade to remove
the rivet@carefully, loose the mounting cover®@of the door hinge and three positioning bolts@
and remove the upper hinge®).

2. Open the door of the beverage cabinet and detach the glass door of which with tremendous care.




3. Dismantle the door axle sleeve®at lower part of the glass door, door stopper block screws®and
door stopper®, and fix them to left side.

4. Dismantle the adjustable foot@),positioning bolts@and lower hinge@), then exchange the
parts of right and left sides and later use the reverse method to install the adjustable foot, lower
hing and positioning bolts.

5. Put the aforesaid glass door on the lower hinge, and fix the upper hinge®). Align the door with
the cabinet and check the tightness of gasket, and then install all the ornaments@®).

3 Maintenance of the beverage cooler

3.1Do not use for a short time

Switch gears to OFF, or disconnect the power

3.2 Do not use for a long time
1 Disconnect power plug;

2 Clean the beverage cooler;
3 Keep the beverage coolerdoor open.

3.3 Clean the beverage cooler

® Dusts behind the beverage cooler and on the ground shall be timely cleaned
to improve the cooling effect and energy saving.

® Check the door gasket regularly to make sure there are no debris.
Clean the door gasket with a soft cloth dampened with soapy water
or diluted detergent.

® The interior of the beverage cooler should be cleaned regularly to avoid

® odor. Please turn off the power before cleaning interior, remove all
foods, drinks ,shelves, etc.

® Use a soft cloth or sponge to clean the inside of the beverage cooler,
with two tablespoons of baking soda and a quart of warm water.
Then rinsewith water and wipe clean.
After cleaning, open the door and let it dry naturally before turning on the power.

® For areas that are difficult to clean in the beverage cooler (such as narrow sandwiches, gaps or
corners), it is recommended to wipe them regularly with a soft rag, softbrush, etc. and when
necessary,combined with some auxiliary tools (such as thin sticks) to ensure no contaminants or
bacterials accumulation in these areas.

® Do not use soap, detergent, scrub powder, spray cleaner, etc., as these may cause odors
in the interior of the beverage cooler or contaminated food.

® Clean the shelves with a soft cloth dampened with soapy water or diluted detergent.
Then rinse with water and dry with a soft cloth or dry naturally.

® \Wipe the outer surface of the beverage cooler with a soft cloth dampened with soapy water,
detergent, etc., and then wipe dry.Do not rub or scratch the surface of the glass door to prevent the
door from being broken or scratched.

e Do notuse hard brushes, clean steel balls, wire brushes, abrasives(such as toothpastes),
organic solvents (such as alcohol, acetone, banana oil, etc.), boiling water, acid
or alkaline items, which may damage the beverage cooler surface and interior. Boiling water
and organic solvents such as benzene may deform or damage plastic parts.

® Do notrinse directly with water or other liquids during cleaning to avoid short
circuits or affect electrical insulation after immersion.

Do not use detergent and solvent with sand or acid.

The beverage cooler enclosure may emit heat during
running specially in summer, this is caused by the radiation
of the condenser, and it is a normal phenomenon.
Condensation: condensation phenomenon will be detected
on the exterior surface and door seals of the beverage
cooler when the ambient humidity is high, this is a normal
phenomenon, and after wiping with towel, turns up the set
temperature of the beverage cooler properly.

Refrigerants circulating in the refrigerant lines will produce
eruption of sound and grunts which is normal does not affect
the cooling effect.

Buzz will be generated by running compressor specially
when starting up or shutting down.
